The Tenancy Ready Scheme

A person is tenancy ready when they have demonstrated that they possess the skills and abilities to manage their home successfully over a sustained 
period of time with or without support.
 
The Tenancy ready Standards were put together by a group of Supported Housing Providers, Service Users, and the Local Authority with the aim of improving access to rented property for vulnerable adults who by going through this framework have proved their abilities to manage a tenancy either on their own or with ongoing support.

They have been designed to give you the best chance of making a success of your tenancy. Once you have achieved the standards you should have a really good idea of what it will be like to have your own flat.
 
Landlords will be aware that you have worked through The Bradford Standards 
and this may contribute to your success in getting a tenancy. 
Can help you identify what areas you need support with and what areas you are good at.
 
The programme can support you to help set up and maintain your home, keep your accommodation safe and secure, maintain your health and wellbeing.
 
The programme also offers support to develop life skills, access other services and to get advice in connection with housing or tenancy matters.

The programme has a number of partners which include service users, Health, Probation and service provider organisations who all help to deliver the programme and ensure that it meets the support needs of the community.
